A small pack of peanuts weighs 12g. A large pack weighs 3 times as much. Find the total mass of 2 small packs and a large pack of peanuts.

After filling 4 bottles which each contain 42ml of shampoo, there is 722ml left over. Find the volume of shampoo at the start.

Sid’s has 3 tubs which each hold 8L of water. Hannah has 5 tubs which have half the capacity of Sid’s tubs. How much water does Hannah have?

1 hour 20 + 20 = 1hour 40
She started her homework at 12:50 or ten to 1

It took 1 hours 15 minutes to travel from Alton to Birmingham. A train left Alton at 3:35 but was delayed during the journey by 20 minutes. When did the train reach Birmingham? 5:10 or ten past 5

There is  40p  in 2 purses. The red purse contains a quarter as much money as the blue purse. How much does each contain? Blue 32p
Red 8p (Bar model solution also saved)

A small pack of peanuts weighs 12g. A large pack weighs 3 times as much. Find the total mass of 2 small packs and a large pack of peanuts. The total mass is 60g
 3x 12= 36g   2x 12 = 24
24+36 = 60g

After filling 4 bottles which each contain 42ml of shampoo, there is 722ml left over. Find the volume of shampoo at the start.  890 ml
4x 42 = 168 ml      168 + 722 = 890ml
[bookmark: _GoBack]Sid’s has 3 tubs which each hold 8L of water. Hannah has 5 tubs which have half the capacity of Sid’s tubs. How much water does Hannah have?  She has 20L of water
Half of 8 = 4 L 
5 x 4 = 20 L
