A small pack of peanuts weighs 120g. A large pack weighs 3 times as much. Find the total mass of 2 small packs and a large pack of peanuts. 5x 120 = 600g

After filling 4 bottles which each contain 420ml of shampoo, there is 722ml left over. Find the volume of shampoo at the start. 
There was 2402 ml at the start
4 x 420 = 1680 ml
1680 + 722 = 2402 ml

Sid’s has 3 tubs which each hold 28L of water. Hannah has 5 tubs which have half the capacity of Sid’s tubs. How much water does Hannah have?  70L
Half of 28 is 14 L 
5 x 14 = 70 L
