There are 10 boxes of baked beans. There are 4 tins in each box. The tins are put onto 5 shelves. How many tins on each shelf? 8 tins
10 x 4 = 40
40÷5 = 8

Robert had a rope. He cut 5 pieces of the rope which were each 6m long. He had 4m left. How long was the rope?    34 m 
5 x 6 = 30
30+4 = 34

Gretel is 90cm tall. She grows 2cm each month. How tall is she after 1 year?    114 cm
12 x 2 = 24
90+ 24 = 114

Trevor has £12 in his money box. He saves £8 per month. How long will he need to save for to buy a computer game which costs £40?
40-12 = £28
8 x 4 = £32        So he needs to save for 4 weeks and will have £4 left

Bananas come in bunches of 3 and bunches of 4. 
Tamsin has 42 bananas altogether.
[bookmark: _GoBack]He has 3 bunches of 3 bananas. How many bunches of 4 bananas does he have? 8 bunches
3 x 3 = 9 
41 – 9 = 32    
32 ÷ 4 = 8
