Dear Parents of Class 4 children,
I know many children are reading lots of books at home but without the ability to change them easily I thought you may be coming to the end of your resources. I have therefore organised access to electronic books, free of charge, that may be helpful to you. I am a great believer in the benefits of a physical book but in these times that is a luxury you may not have!
I am planning to use Class 4 as the 'guinea pigs' - assuming this rolls out without problems I will bring the rest of the school onboard over the next few days.
To use, you need to download the eplatform wheelers app on whatever device you will use (ie tablet/ phone). You then need to logon, the logon user name is your child's name with a dot between - note the capitals eg:
First.Surname
If you have a double-barrelled name it would be First.SurnameSurname     (note the capitals and no gap or dash)
Your password is then library1     (no capitals)
Once in, you then select the library (choose find my library and then find Upham from the long list)
[bookmark: _GoBack]You can then click on books and audio books to borrow them! There is no charge and you can borrow (ie read) any of the books you find. The children are entered as year 5 or 6 so will not be able to access books older than their year group.
