Hello Everyone. 
I hope you enjoyed a really happy Easter. Mr. Kimble and I spent lots of time in our garden face-timing our children and grandchildren; one family lives in Manchester and one is much nearer in Horton Heath. They were in their gardens, too, and it was lovely to watch them playing football and badminton.
Since we missed our SPAG cake at the end of last term, I thought you might enjoy the challenge of organising a SPAG cake game for your families. I know how good she is at writing recipes, so I enlisted the help of Mrs. Soley and asked her if she would write a cake recipe for you.
So, here goes. As today’s game is only going to involve  Punctuation, not Spelling And Grammar I thought we would call it the P cake game.
First of all, make your P cakes according to Mrs Soley’s recipe. You could either ice them with a smooth layer of icing or with a swirl of butter icing.
Next you are going to decorate each of your cakes with one punctuation mark.  Here are punctuation marks you can use: 
. full stop			? question mark
, comma			! exclamation mark
: semi- colon			: colon
‘ apostrophe			“    “ inverted commas
[bookmark: _GoBack]-dash				(   ) brackets
 
You could use an icing pen to write the punctuation mark, or make it using tiny sweets or raisins, or you could cut out squares of paper to write the punctuation marks on and use cocktail sticks to make cake toppers. I’m sure you can come up with even better ideas but you need to make sure that each of your cakes has a very clear punctuation mark on it.
Now put your cakes on a big plate.
Invite your family to sit down. 
Give each person a piece of paper, a pen or pencil and a plate.
Offer each person one of your cakes but tell them they are not allowed to start eating their cake till everyone has taken one.
When everyone has a cake, tell them they are not allowed to take a single bite until they have written a sentence which correctly uses the punctuation mark which is on their cake. They still can’t take a bite until you have checked their sentence and said it is correct. Then they can eat your delicious cake and perhaps try another one! 
Don’t forget to have one – or two - yourself!
Enjoy the game and the cakes!
