Think about how you can use some of these figurative language features to help you describe:
· Alliteration (when two or more words start with the same sound, for example, a slow sloth).
· Similes (when you compare something with something else, using the words ‘like’ or ‘as’. For example, the sheep was as white as snow, or she ran fast like a cheetah).
· Metaphors (when you say something is something else. For example, my teacher is a dinosaur).
· Personification (when you say that something which is not human is doing something that a human can do. For example, the ivy clung to the building. Ivy cannot really cling, that is something a human can do).
