c) If I had a party and wanted to make 100 meatballs, how much of ingredient would I need? Can you think of more than one way to solve part c)?

2. In each city-state, approximately one third of the citizens were slaves.
a) Write down three fractions which are equivalent to one third.
b) If there were 3000 people in the city-state, how many citizens would have been slaves? How many would not have been slaves?
c) If there were 600 people in the city-state, how many citizens would have been slaves?
