2. The distance from Athens to Crete, which these children would have had to travel, is 330km. 
a) If they were travelling at 11km per hour, how long would it take them to travel there?
b) If they were travelling at 22km per hour, how long would it take them to travel there?

3. Medusa had two monster sisters. Each of them had 13 snakes living on their heads.
a) How many snakes is this altogether?
b) How many eyes altogether (don’t forget their human eyes too!)

4. When Pandora realised she had let such terrible things into the world, she cried. The average tear weighs 0.025g.
a) If she cried 10 tears, how much would they have weighed?
b) If she cried 100 tears, how much would they have weighed?
c) If she cried 1000 tears, how much would they have weighed?

5. Athena was so angry with Arachne, that she turned her into a spider. Did you know that the average spider can spin a web in 45 minutes?
a) In one day (24 hours), how many webs could the average spider spin? 
b) In one week (7 days), how many webs could the average spider spin?
