1. Louis Pasteur, who found out lots of important facts about germs, was born in 1822 and died in 1895. How old was he when he died?

2. Louis Pasteur lived in Arbois in France. Arbois is 933km from Upham. How far is this in m?

3. Carolus Linnaeus, who designed a famous system for classifying animals, was born in 1707 and died in 1778. How old was he when he died?

4. Carolus Linnaeus lived in Smaland in Sweden. Smaland is 1978km from Upham. How far is this in m? 

There are four different types of germs which we have learnt about. Here is a questions about each type.

5. Bacteria: In 1 gram of soil, there can be 40 million bacteria. How many bacteria can there be in
a) 10g of soil
b) 100g of soil
c) 56g of soil

6. Fungi: It is estimated that there are at least 1.5 million different species of fungi. Write this number in digits.

7. Virus:  Chicken pox is an illness caused by a virus. If you get it, you are often infectious for around 7 days. How many hours is this?

8. Protozoa: One type of protozoa called freshwater spirostomum is around 3mm long. If a line of them was 183mm long, how many of these were in the line?

9. When classifying living things, they are first sorted into kingdoms and then into smaller groups called phyla.
In the animal kingdom there are 40 phyla.
In the plant kingdom there are 14 phyla.
In the fungus kingdom there are 8 phyla.
In the protest kingdom there are 45 phyla.
In the monera kingdom there are 2 phyla.
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
