1. The largest amphibian is the Chinese Giant Salamander weighing 140 pounds.
a) If there were 8 salamanders, how much would they weigh altogether?
b) If the total weight was 840 pounds, how many salamanders are there?

2. The smallest amphibian is a frog called the paedophryne amanuensis. It is approximately 7mm long.
a) Can you convert this length into cm?
b) If there were 1000 of these frogs in a line, how long would the line be?
c) Can you write your answer to part b) in terms of mm, cm and m?

3. The Guinness World Record for the oldest living amphibian in captivity is 52 years.
a) How many month is this?
b) How many days is this?

4. I decide to travel to the Amazon Rainforest to see some different species of frog. 
I drive to Heathrow airport which is 59 miles away.
I fly to Rio de Janeiro, the flight covers 5,750 miles.
Then I travel by bus for 1739 miles to reach the Amazon Rainforest.
How far have I travelled altogether?

5. 75 per cent of all species of toads and frogs live in rainforests.
There are about 6,000 recorded species.
a) How many species live in the rainforest?
b) How many species do not live in the rainforest?


6. The common frog in England is protected under the Wildlife and Countryside Act of 1981. How long ago was this act written?

7. The Siberian newt can survive in Russia where the temperature can go as low as -35°C.
The poison dart frog lives in the Amazon Rainforest where the temperature can get as high as 32 °C.
What is the difference between these two temperatures?

8. There are lots of amphibians living in Borneo (an island in Indonesia) because it is very warm and has a biodiverse rainforest (which means lots of different animals live there).
Two thirds of all known amphibian species live in the Gunung Mulu National Park there.
There are around 99 species of amphibians living in Borneo.
a) How many species live in the National Park?
