1. The average male hippopotamus weighs 1650kg. The average female hippopotamus weighs 1400kg.
a) How much would the total weight be of four males and four females?
b) How much would the total weight be of ten males and twelve females?
c) How much would the total weight be of twelve males and ten females?

2. An elf owl is 14cm tall. An ostrich is 2.1m tall. If they stood on top of each other, how tall would they be in total? (Take care – they are in different units!)

3. A panda eats for 14 hours a day and spends the rest of the day sleeping.
a) How many hours a day does it sleep for?
b) How many minutes a day does it spend sleeping?
c) How many minutes a day is it awake?

4. Polar bears live in the Arctic where the temperature is often around        -34°C. Pandas like to live in places where the temperature is around 23°C. What is the difference between these two temperatures?

5. A cheetah can run at 93km per hour.
a) How far does the cheetah travel if it runs for 6 hours?
b) How far does the cheetah travel if it runs for 12 hours?
c) How far does the cheetah travel if it runs for 24 hours?

6. The heaviest land mammal is the African bush elephant which weighs 5400kg. The lightest land mammal is the bumblebee bat which weighs 2g. What is the difference in weight between these two animals? (Take care – they are in different units!)

7. Koalas can sleep for 22 hours a day!
a) If a koala slept for a total of 220 hours, how many days has it been?
b) If a koala slept for 2904 hours, how many days has it been?

8. Approximately 20% of bird species migrate each year.
a) If there are 500 different bird species, how many bird species migrate?
b) If there are 320 different bird species, how many bird species do not migrate?

9. The last recorded sighting of a dodo was in 1662. How long ago was this?
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
