	Main Body
[bookmark: _GoBack](This is where you will need to explain what happens in the life cycle. You will need to explain each stage as clearly as you can. You might want to start a new paragraph for each stage to help you structure your writing. You should use the correct scientific vocabulary – this might include: metamorphosis, embryo, larva, pupa, nymph… If you use one of these words, you might want to explain what it means to help your reader) 




































	Diagrams and Pictures
(You should include a diagram of the life cycle of the animal. You might want to add labels to this diagram. You might also want to include some pictures of the animal at the different stages)




















	Concluding Paragraph
(This is where you could summarise the key information – perhaps remind your reader very briefly of the stages in the life cycle. Or talk to your reader about what you hope they’ve learnt from reading your text)
