Class Four Spellings
 
Please learn the following sentence for your test on Thursday (7th May). Make sure you learn the spelling of each word and use punctuation correctly. 
 
This week we are continuing to focus on adding suffixes to words ending in ‘fer’. If the ‘fer’ part of the word is stressed, you double the r (for example, refer becomes referred). If the ‘fer’ part of the word is unstressed, you keep a singular r (for example, refer become reference). This week’s spellings involve both the unstressed and stressed sounds, so take care!
