SPAG Help Sheet

Nouns – the name of a person, place or thing
Adjectives – a word which describes a noun
Definite articles – this is the word ‘the’ which goes before a noun
Indefinite articles – the words ‘a’ and ‘an’ which go before a noun
Possessive determiners – this is a word which goes before a noun to show it is a possession, for example, my, your, her, their
Quantifier determiners – this goes before the noun to tell the reader how many of them there are, for example, some, many, a lot, a few
[bookmark: _GoBack]Number determiners – this is where you write a number before a noun to tell the reader exactly how many of them there are
Prepositional phrases – this is a phrase (group of words) which contain a preposition, so it tells the reader where/when
