6. Female lions do 90% of the hunting.
a) If a pride of lions catch 100kg worth of food, how much did the females catch? How much did the males catch?
b) If they caught 200kg worth of food, how much did the females catch? How much did the males catch?
c) If they caught 5000kg worth of food, how much did the females catch? How much did the males catch?

7. Octopuses can swim at speeds of 25 miles per hour.
a) If an octopus swims for 6 hours, how far did it swim?
b) If an octopus travelled 500 miles, how long did it swim for?

8. Horses can make 17 facial movements, which is 3 more than chimps and only 10 fewer than humans.
a) So how many facial movements can chimps make?
b) How many facial movements can humans make?
