e Jesus taught people to
love each other and told
stories to help them
understand.

e People wanted to be with
and follow Jesus

Children learning at

Greater Depth:

e Explain that Jesus was
special because he is God
(God’s son).

‘Expected’ knowledge and

understanding. Children

know that:

o Christians remember Jesus’
last week at Easter.

e Jesus’ name means ‘He
saves’.

e Christians believe Jesus
came to show God’s love.

e Christians try to show love
to others.

Children learning at Greater

Depth:

e Christians believe Jesus
rose from the dead, giving
people hope of a new life.

Stories from the Torah that show the
nature of God, especially those related
to Moses. Significance of the Shema
prayer — what does this say about God?

How do Jewish people think
about God — what do they do
because of this? Contrast with
Christians — how do they think
about God?
