· [bookmark: _GoBack]At most there were 450,000 men in the Roman army
· They would train for 2 hours every day
· Roman soldiers formed the testudo (tortoise) with their shields to defend themselves
· Romans controlled Britain for around 400 years
· The Romans had 8 people in two groups called a contubernium
· When training they used wooden swords
· The Roman soldiers did 2 hours of training every day and walked long distances
· The spear was known as a pilum
· They built camps made of stone or they set up camps with tents
· If you fell asleep on duty you could be sentenced to death!
· The Romans wore pants under their tunics
· The tortoise organisation they used meant less casualties.
· They built catapults to use as weapons
· They marched all day carrying 30kg of equipment
· A roman sword was small and light, their spears were made to lodge in an enemy’s shield so it couldn’t be used anymore
· The Roman army was like a military machine (they worked together in an organised way)
· The Romans used lots of different weapons including a dagger which was called a pugio and a sword which was called a gladius
· Only Romans over the age of 17 were allowed in the army
· They had slingshots and bows and arrows as weapons
· Roman soldiers sometimes swum to surprise their enemies
