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The use of commas when calling someone by name or “addressing” them in Direct Speech.
I think I’ve left the easiest use of the comma till last.
When we are writing conversation or Direct Speech and we call or address someone by their name, we use commas to separate the name off from the rest of the sentence. I sometimes do this when I write my comments to you.
“You have worked very hard on this, John, and I’m sure you really understand how to use commas in lists.”
Commas are used in the same way when we call someone by their title in Direct Speech.
“I enjoy home learning, Sir, but I also enjoy being in school.”
Commas are also used when we use a brief description of someone who is being addressed in Direct Speech. 
“This work is really bad, you stupid child, so you must do it all again.”
Of course, I would never write anything like that to any of you!
That’s all – I don’t think you’ll have any problems with this one!
