Silent Writing – Tuesday 2nd February

For your silent writing task on Tuesday, you will be writing a prayer to a Mayan God.
Remember that:
· A prayer is written between an individual and their God.
· Prayers often use formal language (this means the words are quite posh and there are no contractions – you would say cannot or do not, rather than can’t or don’t).
· Prayers have an opening and a closing – often Dear ____ and finish with the word Amen.
· Prayers are often made up of two parts: thanking God for something and asking for something.

Work through the planning sheet below so that you are ready to write your prayer tomorrow.
