Mayan God Facts

Hun-Hunahpu – The Maize God
Austen – He was decapitated at the end of each harvest and then came back to life at the start of the growing season.
Bobby – He played soccer with his sons (the Hero Twins).
Charlotte – He can also be called Head-Apu.
Kamma – He made the maize which made up of 80% of the Mayan diet.
Kiera – He was the Father of the Hero Twins from the myth we read.

Chac – The Rain God
George – He created storms, thunder, lightning, hot springs (you can look at these on Google if you type in hot springs Mexico), wells and streams.
Louis – Chac has an axe of thunder. When he strikes the clouds with it, it starts the thunder.
Lucy – He looks like a dragon with deer-like ears.
Maddox – He is a friend of frogs (this was referred to in the Rain Player myth we read).
Maia – He is normally represented with an axe in his hand to show that he used it to create thunder.
Rufus – He also had snakes which he could strike the clouds with to create rain.

Itzamma – The Creator God
Amelia – In human form, Itzamma appears as a toothless old man.
Benjamin – He was the patron of learning.
Daniel – He had two sacred animals which were a caiman and a bird.
Hayden – His most important form was as a bird of the Heavens. He had the head of a falcon and a two-headed snake in his mouth.

Kinich Ahau – The Sun God
Ivy – In the morning, he would bring up the sun. In the evening, he would put it back down.
Lars – He controlled droughts and diseases.
Logan – He was a particularly important God in the Mayan city of Itzama.
Max – He was cross-eyed and was the patron of the number 4.
Yasmin – His name, Kinich, means sun-eyed.

Kukulcan 
Miss Olver – His name means feathered serpent.
He had wings and could fly.
He was the God of the four elements and each one was represented by a different animal:
Air (represented by a vulture)
Earth (represented by maize)
Fire (represented by a lizard)
Water (represented by a fish)
Mrs Soley – There is a large stained glass window in Plaza Kukulcan in Cancun, Mexico which shows his life, what he looks like and what he is the God of: agriculture, the sky, earthquakes and the elements.
He has superhuman strength and can even teleport.
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Grace – There were lots of Mayan Gods, some were more important than others.
