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Because of Covid 19, schools have had to close, meaning that students have to be home-schooled, although keyworker children are still at school.
The children of Upham School are still keeping in touch. Every Friday and Monday they have assembly on Teams. Class 4 are using Google Classroom to do some online lessons. Class 3 are using Teams for online lessons. Their headmaster Mr Woolley is creating Lego challenges for them to do. They used to use Zoom but now the school use Teams mostly.
There is a website called www.upham.hants.sch.uk. On that website they can find their lessons and Mr Woolley’s Lego challenges. They can print out the worksheet and watch a video that a teacher selects to help them.  They do subjects 


like Maths, English, Topic, Reading, Art and History.
 To keep fit and healthy they do live PE with Joe lessons. In class 4 to keep the children fit they have a challenge every day. There could be a scavenger hunt, an aim for the goal challenge or memory moves challenge. On Friday at 11.30AM Class 3 and Class 4 have a PE lesson for half an hour with Saints Football Club. Elsie Smith a pupil of Class 3 stated. “I really enjoy maths and home school, although I miss school lunches and my friends.” Here is a quote from a parent. “The children have been in regular contact with their teachers by email and on online lessons. This has really helped them feel connected with school and engaged in their work.”
Overall, I think the children are happy but would rather be at school.
