Silent Writing – Tuesday 26th January

For your silent writing task on Tuesday, you will be writing a newspaper report about home learning.
Remember that:
· A newspaper report is always written in the 3rd person (They, he, she, the children…)
· A newspaper report is written in a formal style. This means the language used is quite posh. You cannot use contractions (you must write cannot, not can’t as can’t is not formal enough!). 
· A newspaper report is written in the past tense. You are writing about an event (or events) which have happened and describing them for the reader. 
· A newspaper report is factual. It tells the reader the truth about the events which have happened. 
Work through the planning sheet below so that you are ready to write your newspaper report tomorrow.
