
Silent Writing – Wednesday 13th January

For the silent writing task on Wednesday, you will be writing a fact page about the Mayan Civilisation. Your fact page should have a title, an introductory paragraph and then different sections sharing facts about this civilisation. To emphasise some of your most interesting facts you might want to include a ‘did you know’ box, or ‘fantastic facts’ section.  Fact pages also often include pictures and captions or diagrams.
Work through the planning sheet below so that you are ready to write your fact page tomorrow.

Mayan Civilisation Fact Page planning sheet
	Title (What will the title be? For example, The Mysterious Mayans, The Mayan Civilisation…)








	Introductory Paragraph (Quick introduction with a couple of facts to engage your reader. You might like to use the 2nd person here to make your reader feel included. For example, Do you know who the Mayans were? Read on and you will find out. Or: Have you ever wanted to know more about ________? Then read on to find out more).













	Main Body (Have a think about the different sections you will have on your fact page. Each section will need a clear subheading and a few facts. For example, your subheadings might include ‘Food’, ‘Clothing’, ‘Religion’, ‘Buildings’. You could use questions for your subheadings or make them more interesting with some alliteration.)




















	Pictures/Captions or Diagrams (Will you include any pictures – if so what will they be of and what captions can you use to go with them? Will you include a diagram, will it need labels?)
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	Did You Know or Fantastic Facts (Have you got any extra facts which don’t fit into your sections? Perhaps you could put them in a ‘did you know?’ or ‘fantastic facts’ section?)
