Silent Writing – Tuesday 9th February

For your silent writing task on Tuesday, you have two choices: a Mayan myth/legend or a newspaper report about our Mayan topic. This planning sheet is for the newspaper report option.
Remember that:
· A newspaper report is always written in the 3rd person (They, he, she, the children, Class Four…)
· A newspaper report is written in a formal style. This means the language used is quite posh. You cannot use contractions (you must write cannot, not can’t as can’t is not formal enough!). 
· A newspaper report is written in the past tense. You are writing about an event (or events) which have happened and describing them for the reader. 
· A newspaper report is factual. It tells the reader the truth about the events which have happened. 
Work through the planning sheet below so that you are ready to write your newspaper report tomorrow.
Newspaper Report Planning Sheet
	What will the title of your newspaper report be? (Remember to make it catchy, keep it short and you might want to use some alliteration).



	Introductory Paragraph (Quickly explain: what, when, who, where, why)








	Main Body (This is where you add more detail. You should talk about the different learning we have done within our topic, for example: Mayan Maths, reading Mayan myths, finding out about Mayan buildings and creating temples/adverts, finding out about Mayan music and making drums, learning about where and when they lived…)

Remember to think about how you will organise your ideas into paragraphs.

































	Quotes (Have you got any quotes from other Class Four children you can share about their experiences? Did the children enjoy the topic? Why/Why not? What was their favourite activity?)







	Concluding Paragraph (How will you end your report? You could summarise what you have written so far. Or you could write about something Class Four are looking forward to next – for example, a break at half term or our next topic: Jurassic Park!)
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
