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The Challenge is to put commas in all the following sentences. This will include commas for lists, commas with fronted adverbials, commas with words in parenthesis and commas when addressing or calling someone by name, by title or by description.  All the sentences have two things in common – commas and chocolate!
Refresh your minds by looking at all the help sheets we have used this half term. Perhaps you could nibble on a chocolate while you do it!
1. The Maya harvested the beans from cacao trees fermented them dried them roasted them removed their shells and ground them into paste.
2. We’re so relieved Mrs Soley that we didn’t have to prepare our cocoa like that before we made your Mexican Hot Chocolate Pudding Cake.
3. The Maya thought that chocolate or Xocolati as they called it was a gift from the gods.
4. Unfortunately Mr. Kimble who is often critical of my cooking came into the kitchen just as I reached the “watery wet mess “ stage of the recipe but was amazed that it was so tasty, scrumptious and delicious.
5.  Very often the Maya combined the cacao paste with water cornmeal chilli   peppers and other spices and then poured the spicy bitter mixture backwards and forward between two containers to create a frothy head a very popular feature on this nutritious drink.
6. We pray that you Ix Cacao will give us lots of chocolate to celebrate our love of commas.
Now, a final challenge for this half term. 
Can you try to make up a sentence in which you have to use commas in all the four ways we have looked at in the last four weeks?  Yes, all those uses in just one sentence. It would be even more fun if you could write the sentence about chocolate!
