Silent Writing – Tuesday 2nd March

For your silent writing task on Tuesday, you will be writing a diary entry about finding a fossil. You have three choices for this task:
1. Imagine you are Mary Anning and have just made one of the amazing finds you learnt about last week.
2. If you have ever been fossil hunting and found an interesting fossil, think back to the experience and write a diary entry based on that day.
3. Imagine you have found a fascinating fossil and write about the experience.
Remember that:
· A diary entry is always written in the 1st person (I, me, we, our…)
· A diary entry can be quite informal. You are just writing to yourself so it can be quite chatty, it doesn’t need to sound posh!
· A diary entry can jump between tenses. You might write in the past tense when describing what has happened during your day. You might write in the present tense to share how you are feeling right now. You might also write in the future tense to talk about what is going to happen perhaps the next day or next week.
· A diary entry shares how the character is feeling about a situation. I should feel the excitement you are feeling at having found an amazing fossil!
Work through the planning sheet below so that you are ready to write your diary entry tomorrow.

	Feelings/Thoughts
(How does your character feel at this point? What thoughts are going through their mind?)












	Closing Sentence/Paragraph 
(How will you close your diary entry? Is it time for bed? Has a sound caught your attention so you need to leave? Will you write again the next day?)
