Year 1: I can use practical apparatus to find half of an amount.
In maths, we have been learning about fractions.  Year 1 children have been finding half and quarter of shapes.  
This week we will be finding fractions of amounts.
You will need to use some beads, counters or something similar to help you and also a bar model. You can print one off by clicking on the link on the webpage or draw your own one in your maths book.  
Follow the link on the webpage to watch the clip first which explains how to find half of an amount:
Have a go together with your grown up: 
Count out 12 beads/counters. Now share them out into two equal parts using the bar model to help you. Remember, 12 is the whole and you are finding half.  How many beads are there on each side of the bar model? So, one half of 12 = ?
Now try some more by yourself. 
Remember, when you split a whole into halves, there must be two equal parts. 
You could copy these into your maths book and write the answers neatly. You could ask your grown up to take a photograph of you doing it to stick in too!

Half of 12 =
Half of 14 =
