It’s looking like we will all be enjoying sunshine across the whole of England for the next few days. There is high pressure moving in from the East bringing temperatures above normal for this time of year. Some areas may reach up to 17’ in the middle of the day. 
Unfortunately, it will not last into the coming weekend when a low-pressure front will be moving in from the North, bringing cooler temperatures, clouds and windy weather with it.  It will move down towards the South with rain expected by Sunday.  
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
