This week’s sentences are linked to the Geography work we have been doing about the favelas in Rio and the stew we will be making next week in our cooking lesson.
We are continuing to learn about adding –ing to root words in our spelling work next week, so there are lots of –ing words in the sentences. Here are some of the rules covered in these sentences:
For many root word endings, you just need to add ing (long vowel sounds, double consonants…).
If the word ends in a short vowel followed by a consonant, double the consonant and add ing.
If the word ends in e, take off the e and add ing.

Please learn the sentence below for your test on Friday 30th September. Make sure you learn the spelling of each word and where punctuation is used.

Today we are planning to be cooking black bean stew so we are collecting all the ingredients: black beans, onions for slicing, garlic for chopping and olive oil for frying it in.
