In Class Four, our spelling sentences are based on the spelling rules we have been learning in class and our topic work. This week, the sentences link to the Geography work we have been doing about where Brazil is and our RE work features of churches.
We have been learning about adding –ed to root words in our spelling work this week, so there are lots of –ed words in the sentences. Here are some of the rules covered in these sentences:
If the word ends in y, change the y to an i and add ed.
If the word ends in two consonants, just add ed.
If the word ends in a short vowel followed by a consonant, double the consonant and add ed.
If the word ends in e, take off the e and add ed.
