We have been learning about adding –ed to root words in our spelling work this week, so there are lots of –ed words in the sentences. Here are the rules covered in these sentences:
If the word ends in y, change the y to an i and add ed.
If the word ends in a short vowel followed by a consonant, double the consonant and add ed.
If the word ends in e, take off the e and add ed.
