Badger Class Information Sheet
Here is some general information about our class which we hope you will find useful.

Pencil cases 
Children are welcome to bring in pencil cases with all their stationary that they can take home daily or leave in school similar to Hedgehog class although, we will be providing the essentials.

Times Tables
Times Tables tests take place each Friday morning. Marked tests will be sent home so the children can see where they have made mistakes and can focus on practising these. 

Spelling Tests
Spelling sentences will be sent out as a paper copy each Friday and tested the following Friday. Everyone needs to learn the first sentence; the second sentence is for all Year 6 pupils and any Year 5s who want an extra challenge. The sentences will also be available on the Upham website each week.

Homework
Homework follows a very similar set up to Hedgehog Class. The children will be given a paper copy of the homework grid to take home each half term which will outline the tasks to choose from and how many need to be completed. Each half term, the children will be asked to complete five tasks – preferably one task from each subject area and for each footstep. Children can hand in homework tasks as soon as they complete them. The homework grid, topic information sheet and homework tasks will also be available on the Upham website

PE
PE takes place at various points throughout the week. We often have it on a Thursday and on a Friday with our sports coach. Please make sure that your child always has their PE kit and a pair of trainers in school.
Sports Competitions
Most Tuesdays there will be opportunities for the children to take part in sports competitions against other schools in the local area. The competitions normally run from 3/3.30-5pm and are held at various schools including Swanmore College, Wildern, Wyvern, Hamble and Berrywood. Letters will always be sent out in advance giving details about this. We cannot provide transport as a school, so have to rely on parental support with this and are really grateful to everyone who helps.
