Remember to do an answer sheet.
	Write a clear set of instructions to explain how to clean your teeth. 
Remember to use time conjunctions eg first, next, finally.
Include pictures in your instructions.
	Visit Marwell zoo. Find out about animals with and without a skeleton.  What is the scientific name for each group? Can you find out anything about some of the animal’s teeth? 

	Make a skeleton collage, possibly using different types of pasta shapes.

Or choose some music and make up a skeleton dance. You could record a video of your dance to show the class.
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	What can you do in one minute?
Choose 5 different activities eg skipping, star jumps. Count how many you can do in 1 minute. Make a bar graph to show your results.
	Visit the library and choose one or more non-fiction books about the human body. Write some questions you want to find out. Use the index and contents to help you locate the information to answer your questions.
	Make a chart to show the different foods you eat in a day. Show which food groups – eg protein, carbohydrate each food belongs to.
Do you have a balanced diet?
	Make a poster about Healthy Living. Include information about different aspects of being healthy eg diet, exercise, sleep

	Choose one part of the body eg heart, muscles, ear
