3. Mark is 18. His father, astronaut Buzz Aldrin, is 38 years older, so how old is he?

4. There were 74 rivets in the heat shield. 19 fell out. How many rivets were left? 

5. The space station has 4 towers of rooms. Each tower has 35 bedrooms. How many bedrooms is that altogether?

6. Judy has read one fifth of the space manual. If she has just read page 24, how many pages does the manual have altogether?

7. There are 42 space ships at the space station. In the next hour, 29 arrive and 53 depart. How many space ships are there now?

8. 60 people who wanted to become astronauts were asked what equipment they liked using best. One quarter said the radio, 12 said the telescope and 17 said the gravity-free room. How many people chose something different to these 3 choices?

9. One company had 3 space ships going to Mars with 80 space travellers in each ship and the other company had 4 spaceships with 120 travellers in each ship also going to Mars. How many people in total were travelling to Mars?

10. All of the alien’s 7 children had four children themselves. All of these grandchildren had three children each. How many great grandchildren does the alien have?
