5. An average sunflower head contains 1500 seeds. If there are 35 sunflowers, how many seeds are there altogether?

7. The Komodo Dragon enclosure at Colchester Zoo is a rectangular shape with sides measuring 30m and 10m. What is the perimeter and area of this enclosure?

8. An oak tree can drop up to 10,000 acorns in a year. If 5,860,000 acorns were found in a year, and each tree dropped 10,000 acorns, how many oak trees must there have been?
