Class 2 Spring Term 2 Topic[image: ]

 		  The Storm Whale! 
This is an English and Geography lead topic, based on the book ‘The Storm Whale’ by Benji Davies.The children will learn about different habitats around the world and be able to name and locate the seven continents and five oceans.

 English 
Year 1 will continue their daily Little Wandle input alongside their Guided Reading sessions three times a week. 
Year 2 will continue their daily ‘Take Me to Spelling’ Little Wandle programme in addition to their Guided Reading sessions. 
Using ‘The storm whale’ as our stimulus, the children will be writing newspaper reports. Within this, there will be lots of speaking and listening activities and role play. The children will work as a whole class, in groups and individually. 
The focus for Year 1 will be word choices, sentence punctuation (capital letters, full stops and question marks) and using noun phrases (adjective plus a noun e.g. the blue sky). Also, rereading what they have written to check it makes sense.
The focus for Year 2 will be word choices particularly adjectives, extending sentences with conjunctions (e.g. because, so ) and using a range of punctuation (capital letters, full stops, question and exclamation marks.) The children will also be learning to make complex sentences. 
It’s going to be a busy half-term of reading and writing fun!

Maths
Year 1 will be finishing their learning about multiplication and division. They will be measuring mass and volume and towards the end of term.

Year 2 will be finishing their learning about multiplication and division. They will start measuring mass, capacity and temperature and towards the end of term, they will be focusing on addition and subtraction of 2 2-digit numbers.

In Science, we will be learning about the classification of animals and living things.

In RE, we will be learning about Easter and how sadness changed to the happiness of salvation.
In Art, we will be using clay to make model whales and textiles to create different scenes from our story.
In Geography, we will be learning about our world’s continents, seas and oceans.
In ICT, we will be learning how to programme floor robots called Beebots!
In Music, we will be listening to, composing and performing ‘icy’ music.
In RHE, we will be learning about keeping safe.
Outdoor PE will be tag rugby and indoor PE will be dance. Please ensure children have jogging bottoms and jumpers in school this term.
