Dear Parents 
 
After half term on Friday 5th June, we will be visiting Bishop’s Waltham town to make a 
comparison to Upham village. We want to give the children strong experiences so will be 
travelling there mid-morning on the bus, catching from the bus stop in Lower Upham. If your 
child is 5 years of age on this date, they will need to pay a fare of £2.30 which we would 
appreciate being sent in as cash coins so that they can experience paying the bus driver for 
themselves. 
 
Children will need to bring a packed lunch with them for this day, in a disposable bag – no 
packed lunch boxes please, as adults will be carrying the lunches in ruck sacks and then 
disposing of bags when eaten. Unfortunately picnic lunches from school are unavailable to 
order while our school lunches are being prepared off-site.  
 
The bus will drop us off at the clock tower in Bishop’s Waltham and we plan to visit the palace 
(just the outside), the High Street, the church, the pond and the library. Since we will be in 
Bishops Waltham, we hope you could please arrange to collect your child from the playground 
in Priory Park in Bishop’s Waltham at 3 o’clock and take your child straight home from there. 
Please have a chat with us regarding this if you need to. 
 
The children need to be dressed for the weather on that day (sun hats, sun cream or coats), 
though if the forecast is for heavy rain we will postpone the trip.
